AIMS AND OBJECTIVES
The main objective is to obtain that participants gain a 
deeper insight into measures necessary to respond swiftly 
and effectively during the initial phase of a casualty 
event. Special attention is devoted to the fundamentals of 
crisis management and teamwork, including contracting, 
insurances, legal matters, dealing with media, fast decision-
making, setting priorities and efficient liaison between the 
parties involved. In short, the aim is to demonstrate how to 
prevent a crisis turning into a catastrophe.

PRACTICAL CONTENT
All lecturers and instructors have extensive experience in 
response to major shipping casualties. The course has a high 
level of practical content; from dealing with a casualty in 
a virtual reality environment, to a media response exercise 
involving experienced international journalists.

For the evenings there 
are interesting events, excellent dinners and boat tours 
organized. This provides the delegates a wonderful chance 
to strengthen their international professional network and 
absorb all the information and exchange ideas.
